Name of Lesson:
Characterization Mobiles

Time:


60-80 minutes + outside class time

Materials:



· dowel rods, hangers, or something to create the structure of a mobile

· scissors

· glue

· colored construction paper

· markers/colored pencils/crayons

Objectives:


1. Upon completion of the lesson, students will be able to identify the important characters in the story and describe the character, as well as how he/she affects the plot.

Lesson Procedure:

1. Once students have completed the book they need to examine the important characters in the book.

2. Students need to choose one character in the book that engages their interest the most.  This character’s name they will write on paper and attach at the top of the mobile.

3. Students then need to think about the following questions in relation to the character that they chose.  

· What seems to drive this person to action?

· What incidents tell us most about the person?

· What acts affect your feelings about this person?

· What are some basic character traits?

· What is the greatest weakness of this person?

· How does this person relate to other people?

· How does this person change or mature?

· What personal insights enlighten this person?

· What questions would you like to pose to this character?

· Would you be friends with this character?

· Does he/she share any values with you?

· Would you enjoy spending an evening together?  Where would you go?

4. For each question students need to write a response, making sure to restate the original question.

5. Each response should be put on a separate piece of construction paper, which could be cut into any shape or size.

6. Each paper response should be attached to the character mobile.

Assessment:

1. Students will be assessed on their responses to the question and the overall organization of the character mobile.
