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Human interaction is a large part of Paul Zindel’s book The Pigman.  The characters that we meet, John and Lorraine, interact and grow throughout the book due to the coincidental human interaction that they have with Mr. Pignati.  Therefore, to assist at-risk middle schoolers, we have developed a graphic organizer that will help students create a visual for a more complete understanding of the characters.  


The graphic organizer that we used can be found on the Ohio Resource Center website.  The Human Interaction Outline is a graphic organizer that labels the goal of each character and then the overall reaction and outcome. It provides students with a timeline of actions that will allow them to revisit scenes from the book. They can reflect upon situations in the book and then recall how the situation affected the characters.

 Helping students understand the growth that John and Lorraine experienced may require a simple visual map.  The visual map is easily created, but provides expanded learning for struggling learners.  
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
