Purpose of the lesson:

1. To activate prior knowledge and the visual/spatial/logical/verbal intelligences

2. To create a map of personal environment to use as a basis for personal writing.

3. To participate in a writing activity similar to that of the author to encourage the use of the map in the text, to better understand the text and to enhance personal writing.

Materials: 

1. The Pigman and Me chapter 4
2. Drawing paper and colored or regular pencils

Procedures/activities:

1. After reading chapter 4, students sketch and label a map of their own backyard.

2.   Students write a short story about an event that happened to them in these surroundings using the map as a aid to guide the reader through the story.

3. Students share their story with the class using their map as a visual aid.

Evaluation:


Student completion of a thorough and understandable sequence of events in story form.

Critical Analysis

Purpose:
1. To provide students with the opportunity to more deeply explore their attitudes and feelings about the novel through discussion of the major problems and solutions.

Materials:
1. The Pigman and Me

2. Overhead projector or chalkboard
Procedure:
1. Remind students that although stories have one major problem with which the characters must contend, there are many complicating issues that contribute. Brainstorm these on the overhead.

2. Using one of these as a model, respond to the following questions as a class.  

· Clearly describe the problem the character faced.

· Identify solutions the character considered or attempted.

· Suggest at least two other ideas the character might have tried.

· Discuss how other choices may have altered the chain of events in the story.

· Explain why the character might have acted in the way he or she did.

3. Group students to discuss other problems from the brainstorming list according to the class model..

4. Students summarize group discussions for whole class.

Evaluation:

Student participation and contribution to discussion.

1. Students will be able to read a passage orally with fluency and comprehension.

2. Students will be able to use dictionary to define and correctly pronounce words (Benchmark 4-7, item F.)

3. Struggling readers will be actively involved in the reading of The Pigman and Me.
Materials:
1. The Pigman and Me copy for each student.

2. Tracking cards

3. Tricky word list/bookmark

4. Dictionaries

Procedures:

1. Students read/practice assigned passage silently, noting troublesome words on their “Tricky Word List”/bookmark.

2. Students use dictionary to learn definitions and pronunciations of words on their word list.

3. Students practice orally reading the selection with and without the teacher to improve inflection and fluency of the reading.

4. Students participate in the oral reading of the novel by sharing their prepared selection with the class.

Evaluation:

1. Improved oral reading of assigned passage

2. Improved comprehension of text
