Lesson Plan

Book:  The Doomstone

Subject:  Reading

Topic:  Fictional Reading

Objectives:

*develop an appreciation for fictional works

*analyze character development and compare

*detail plot in a sequential fashion

*relate the book to oneself-make connections

*engagement in multiple intelligences as related to the book

Procedures:

1. Students will engage in a time capsule project.  The teacher will provide the container to put all the baggies.  Students will provide items to put in sealed baggies to be deposited and buried (in school yard). Each student will ponder what items they would like to have others remember them by and what them items may be “perceived” as from the finder’s point of view. 
2. Students will now study some hieroglyphic art as provided by the teacher.  The students will then analyze the “symbols” and make conjectures on their meaning.  They will then ponder why these peoples left they pictorial diagrams (insight)                                      

3. The students will then have a discussion on the motivation of these first two activities(teacher is trying to establish a connection (the hook) to The Doomstone).

4. The teacher will then provide hardcopy materials on Stonehenge.  First, the students will classify the type of workers that were needed to construct the stone figures (artists, hard laborers, mathematicians, etc.).  Secondly the students will attempt to derive meaning as to why the stones were assembled like they were.  What significance can they generate.  The teacher will then give historical theories as to why intellectual peoples think they were constructed.  Do they match any of the students.
5. The students are then given sticky notes.  They are asked to read the book. As they read, they are to used sticky notes to make comments about the characters, especially how the relate to characters in Reef of Death.  Same holds true for the plot. 

6. The students will then complete either a venn diagram or flow chart comparing the characters and plot from the two books.  Rather than sharing the venn’s with the entire class, the students will group in threes and share theirs.  They will form another venn diagram showing the similarities only from the two books.

7. The students will then do an analysis of key components of the book.  The teacher will list items such as:  absence of the army, Alma not living above the crematorium, monkey style animals as creatures, etc.  What impact would there be on the book if these items were not included.   

8. Alma and Jackson had perseverance.  Students are to tell why.  They students are then to list several places where they have had perseverance despite obstacles.  They can then cite other readings, movies, etc. as to where characters had this same commitment. 

9. There are 8 multiple intelligences.  Students will review them and be given examples of each. As soon as the teacher feels the kids know what they are, they will be provided with a checklist of these items.  The kids are then to analyze or categorize Alma and Jackson as to where they fit.  Further, they are to give extended reasons as to why they were placed in these categories.  They are then to choose a category that wasn’t chosen for that character and tell why the character was not placed in that category.
Evaluation:

This evaluation is a hands on style evaluation.

Many towns have built murals to put on the sides of buildings.  The students are given a chance to do the same.  Job descriptions will be given for each student’s tastes.  All materials will be provided.  Arrangements will be made with the school or the neighborhood they live in.  The mural will require preliminary work, then the actual drawing.  It will depict life in their area over the past 50 years.  (research involved)
