Lesson plan

The following activities will completed after finishing the book.

A. The pre assessment will involve implementing a values ranking checklist(this will be implemented again at the end of the reading)

B. Students will be asked to line up and given lego blocks(4 each)   They are asked to attach a block as it is passed down the line.  Do this until a creation is made.  Do this for each group.  Compare creations.  Why did it take this shape.? Each was responsible for shaping it.  They all had choices.

C. Have students create a Venn diagram showing those who influence or shaped their lives when they were in junior high school and those who are shaping their lives now(answers like peers, parents, etc. are appropriate)  Use the center of the Venn to decide who is consistently impacting their lives.

D. Students are then instructed to choose an item from the teacher’s box:  scissors, rulers, glue, etc.  They are instructed to create advertisements trying to market the product(trying to persuade the public to buy it). They are encouraged to use a multi media approach using banners, jingles, signs, poems, etc.  They are to give their presentations orally when ready.   The audience will then contemplate in a fair ranking whether they were influenced in the groups presentation. E. Students are then instructed to analyze John and Lorraine in the book “The Pigman”--- they are encouraged to do this either through a Venn diagram or through a freestyle approach to generating ideas.  They are then to do the same for themselves.    The character analysis should include:  a. that their friends are  b.  their activities   c. daily schedule of their lives    d.  leisure activities list   e.  settings they find themselves in daily

F. The song “Complicated” by Aerial Longview will be played to the entire class.  The students are to write their personal reactions to the song-how it describes their lives.  Then, they are to list why the song would be an appropriate song or them song for the book, “The Pigman”

G. Give students the post values assessment.
